 As Veterans Day nears and communities will soon host parades, memorials and ceremonies to honor our military heroes, the Illinois Department of Veterans’ Affairs (IDVA) and the Illinois Lottery are launching the newest version of the Veterans Cash scratch-off lottery ticket called Stars and Stripes.    

On Wednesday, Oct. 28th in Chicago, Peoria and Springfield and on Thursday, Oct. 29th in Champaign-Urbana and Carbondale, IDVA and the Illinois Lottery are holding news conferences in support of the new ticket. We are asking for your support and hoping that you’ll join us in your respective cities. We’ll be joined by Gov. Pat Quinn on Wednesday, Oct. 28th for the announcement.   

Veterans Cash is the Lottery’s first specialty ticket where 100 percent of the proceeds support Illinois Veterans.  Proceeds from the sale of the Stars and Stripes ticket are deposited into an interest bearing account in the State Treasury called the Illinois Veterans Assistance Fund.  IDVA awards the money in grants to non-profit organizations that provide a wide range of services to Illinois Veterans including health care and insurance, Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder treatment, disability benefits, and housing assistance.   

Since 2006, IDVA has granted more than $7 million to Veterans organizations statewide through the Veterans Cash program.  Grants have ranged from $2,500 for clothing, food and transportation to local VA hospitals for Veterans in need, to $125,000 for the expansion of a homeless shelter.    

The Stars and Stripes ticket is available at your retailer now, and if your retailer is not carrying it, we urge you to ask for it. Word of mouth and your support during our press conferences statewide on Oct. 28th and Oct. 29th will be crucial to the success of this year’s ticket. 
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
